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As in the past, the exhibition was staged 
in the shadow of the Atomium, at the site 
of the World Fair of 1958 at Heysel, some 
distance from the city centre, some forty-
five minutes by metro from the anchor 
hotel, the Radisson SAS.   The venue was 
large and spacious, lighting rather dim, 
occupying two enormous halls, since their 
National exhibition, Bruphila’06 was being 
held concurrently.

Youth was as always well catered for with 
quarter hourly visits by scores of school 
children whose classes received guided tours 
of the exhbits.

Dealers and Postal Authorities were in 
profusion catering well for the thematic and 
youth collectors. 

The scale of the show can be gauged from 
the fact that there were some 563 exhibits 
in four different classes: Youth, Thematic, 
Open and One-Frame.   Australia had 14 
entries accepted, made up of 45 frames, 
including  seven one frame exhibits.

The jury comprised of thirty-eight jurors 
and three apprentices, from some twenty-
eight countries.  I was privileged to be one 
of the apprentices in Thematics.  My Team 
Leader was the doyen of Thematic Philately, 
Giancarlo Morolli.  Judging started at 1:00 
pm on the 15th and was completed by 3:00 pm 
on the 17th, whilst the awards were posted 
on the following morning.   The jury room 
atmosphere was friendly and cooperative 
at all times.

The Palmares was held at the Radisson on 
the 18th, just one speech and then the Grand 
Prix Youth winner was announced.

Commissioners were not required to be 
available at the frames for the Expert 
Team since the Expert Team used digital 
photographs of the frames for their work.

Reliance on the Belgica 2 006 designated 
customs agent made l i fe  dif f icult  for 
commissioners.  The firm was rather tardy 
with their deliveries to the exhibition.  The 
exhibits were efficiently counted in and 
out of the Bin room, whilst the mounting 
/ dismounting was all efficiently done by 
another team, the use of the modern A-
shaped frames with hinged doors made for 
easy mounting and dismounting.  Once all 
exhibits were in the frames, our assistant 
commissioner, Stephanie Bromser, was 

allowed to inspect the exhibits to ensure that 
all were properly mounted.  Commissioners 
were allowed to post back medals, catalogues, 
Palmares and prizes.  After the dismount 
session again commissioners were forced 
to wait long hours for the customs agent’s 
staff to process their paperwork.

The APF exhibits’ box was easy to handle, 
even when carrying over 30kg of exhibits.   
Luckily we had no problem is excess 
baggage.  Customs did not seem to pose a 
problem as our exit was from Melbourne 
and our re-entry was into Melbourne.   In 
Melbourne the customs officer simply 
noted and stamped the Export Declaration 
document but on return Melbourne, 21:30 
on Friday, the Duty Customs officer was not 
prepared to accept the Export Declaration 
alone.   The official said we also needed 
documents for Importing Goods.   The 
exhibits were impounded, pending Import 
documentation that would be prepared by 
our customs agent.  The required document 
was prepared; the exhibits were later 
released.

All in all, the Exhibition was a most enjoyable 
event, and congratulations are due to the 
organising committee for putting together 
yet another successful world showing in 
Brussels.   My thanks go to Stephanie 
Bromser, the assistant commissioner, for 
a job well done.  Her efforts saved the APF 
from the expences associated with baggage 
excess.  In particular I would like to thank 
Ray Todd   for all his encouragement and 
guidance over the years which has allowed 
me to move from solely exhibiting to the 
wonderful world of organised philately 
and the opportunity to receive a FIP 
apprenticeship.

Report 1999-
2006

I have this year taken 
a different approach 
to reporting on our 
f i n a n c e s .    I  h a v e 
combined the Income 

and Expenses for each year since 1999 to 
show you how NAPE has progressed from 
around $3000 a year turnover in 1999 
to an $11,000 turnover in 2 006, while 
increasing its bank balance.  Of course, it 
is not the purpose of NAPE to increase its 
bank balance, but the panic I had earlier 
this year when our printing bill almost 
doubled from one issue to the next can 
now be seen in perspective: there was no 
need to panic!  And this Feb 2007 issue 
thus shows a recovery from the austerity 
of Aug 2 006.   I believe that, as long as 

we keep a bank balance of somewhere 
around the $15,000 to see us through 
gaps in income or jumps in expenses, 
NAPE’s financial position remains sound.  
Don’t worry; we won’t spend it all  at 
once!   As you can see we averaged an 
Income $1000 more than our expenses 
over the past 8 years.   If our expenses 
for the next 8 years exceed our income 
by about $2000 a year, our bank balance 
would drop to about $16,000 by the end 
of 2014.  What happens after that is too 
far in the future.

The high cost  o f  journal  pr int ing in 
2004 included the Handbook.  The high 
Membership Income for 2 000 coincides 
with the introduction of Life Memberships.  
The figures for 2006 are still provisional, 
as the bank statement hasn’t come in yet; 
that will add some Investment Income, 
and some Bank Charges.
